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 A Message from our Chairman  
       James V. Kerrigan 
 I am pleased to present our FY 2004 Annual Report for your review. At Notre  
Dame Education Center, we continue to challenge ourselves to open our doors wider,  
by giving more opportunities and options for our adult learners to succeed. 
 
 During FY04, NDEC staff focused their efforts on increasing student involvement 
and participation at all levels of the program. The staff encouraged the adult learners to  
assume leadership opportunities.  They have been wonderful speakers at our Hope Tours, graduations and 
shared the intricacies of their culture with other students and the entire staff.  One of the highlights this year 
has been the “Writing Team” composed of teachers and students interacting to develop a writing curriculum 
that went beyond the textbook.  Out of this program our adult learners became a part of the organization  
process of this publication, voted on the name and have published two editions of NDEC STUDENTS 
SPEAK.  On all levels adult learners are invited to share comments, concerns, and questions through class and 
program evaluations, and a Program Directors Café.  Concurrently, attention was given to developing addi-
tional practices in instruction and integrating technology into the curriculum. 
 
 Attention to our students total needs have prompted us to develop life skills for themselves and their 
families by hosting workshops on safety in the workplace, a medical terminology course and a well developed 
health week.  Because of the complexity of our students’ lives individualized plans have been developed from 
intake to follow up activities so they will recognize when they need additional help and where to go to receive 
it.   
 
 The Next Step Program aids students who need additional help to transition into a college program 
once they have achieved a high school program.  The Notre Dame Virtual School program assists our  
Academic Program students with on line learning.  It also links them with Notre Dame high schools here and 
abroad.  A grant has helped us to establish on line learning for adult learners who are not able to attend classes 
for various reasons.  Technology and its use have opened whole new areas of teaching and learning. 
 
 In FY 04 we explored new ways to utilize our property.  Currently we are using 20% of our space with 
renting options limited due to our aging buildings.  All options are being reviewed since the mission of Notre 
Dame Education Center becomes more important daily.  Whether we continue the mission here or at a new  
address our commitment to our students remains firm.  We are about to begin the process of Strategic Planning 
for our future.   
 
 Many corporation, foundations, and private institutions continue to support our work.  You, our donors 
and friends have kept us energized with your consistent generosity in many forms.  Our talented and commit-
ted volunteers make a real difference in the lives of our students by giving of themselves, their talents and 
time.
